This year the Sustainable Building Show, along with environmental partners, EmissionZero want to 

encourage exhibitors and visitors to reduce CO2 emissions by travelling in a more Eco-Friendly 

fashion to the show. The ideal location of the RDS means there are plenty of choices for getting to

Walk: 

The Irish Sustainable Building Show will be held in RDS Simmonscourt, which is ideally located close 

to the city centre. At just 4km, it is perfect strolling distance from the city centre and should take just 

over half an hour with no CO2 emissions! 

 

Cycle: 

Cycling from the city centre should take just 20 mins. and the RDS have provided more parking 

facilities for bicycles at Simmonscourt. The nearest Dublin Bikes station is at Herbert Place and just a 

quick 20 minute walk from the venue; another zero carbon way to travel to the show! 

 

Bus: 

There are two bus stops ideally located close to RDS Simmonscourt and serviced frequently by a 

number of buses. 

Buses stopping at Merrion Road: 27X, 4, 45, 4A, 5, 7, 7A, 8, 18 

Buses stopping at Anglesea Road: 63, 84 

A bus journey of 10km will emit 0.77 kgCO2. The same car journey will emit nearly three times that! 

 

Train: 

The nearest Dart Station to RDS Simmonscourt is Sandymount and is just a ten minute walk from the 

venue. The CO2 emissions of a 10km journey by train is 0.44 kgCO2; just one fifth of the same 

journey by car! 

 

Drive: 

As well as saving CO2 emissions; save money on petrol and parking this year by not driving to the
